IMPORTANCE OF ADVANCE

REGISTRATION

¢ Advance registration will generally assure you of
a place in your desired class.

¢ Early registration and payment of fees will help
insure that classes will run as scheduled.

¢ We have no way of notifying you if the class is
cancelled.

FEES & PAYMENT
Payment must be made at time of registration.
Do not send cash through the mail. Checks,
money orders, or drafts should be made pay-
able to Macomb Community College. You will
receive a Receipt of Registration and Payment
through the mail. Whenever possible, you will be
notified by telephone (please provide both home
and work numbers) if your registration has been
received after a class has been cancelled.

COMPANY BILLING (THIRD PARTY)
The Financial Services Department will bill
firms and agencies for student tuition and fees
provided authorization on company letterhead is
received in the office of the Center for Continu-
ing Education prior to the first class meeting of
any course. For information, call the Financial
Services Office at 586.445.7492.

FINANCIAL AID
Although federal aid is not available for Continu-
ing Education programs, students can access
funds through Michigan Works, Vocational
Rehabilitation, Veterans Administration, and
Tuition Assistance.

CANCELLATIONS & REFUNDS
Classes will be cancelled due to insufficient
enroliment.

DROPS
Unless otherwise stated, full tuition will be refunded
for classes dropped prior to the scheduled start
date. For classes meeting more than one day, a
$15 fee will be deducted for drops received after
the start date but prior to the second session. No
refunds thereafter.
